6 Detailed Change Proposal

Section 4.1 Actors in the context of Mobile Advertising
The Advertiser is the principal who is willing to promote its products and services through the Mobile Advertising service acquiring space or time to present an announcement or persuasive message to the public. 
The Advertiser supplies to the MobAd Enabler advertisement(s) characterised with information related to the targeted audience, campaign etc. 
The Advertiser may receive metrics about their campaign based on an agreement with the Service Provider.
The Content Provider provides content to a user and is willing to reinforce the value of its content by allowing advertisement above/along it. 
The Content Provider can label its content with metadata, which may be provided by the Service Provider, enabling advertisement to be matched against the content. 

The Service Provider is the principal who offers the Mobile Advertising service to Users via the MobAd Enabler and may offer to Users other services such as the streaming media service, MMS service, and applications. Service provider may deliver ad content through such services, or separately..

The Service Provider manages the MobAd user profile, based on information such as user related, context related, interest and preferences information that will be used for the advertisement service. 
The Service Provider also manages Advertisements Information that will be used for the advertisement service. In addition the Service provider, uses the metrics reported by the MobAd enabler to improve the service and may share these metrics with other actors such as the Content Provider or the Advertiser. 
The Service Provider configures and maintains the MobAd Enabler. The Service provider may have some other roles such as providing billing service, subscription etc.
The User is the principal who receives the mobile service and consumes Mobile Advertising content. The mobile user can receive personalized advertisements and easily interact with it. 
The User exposes, modifies his/her user information, interest, context and preferences to the MobAd Enabler. 
The User can opt-in and opt-out from the MobAd Enabler. 

The Ad App is an application enabled to receive the advertisement(s) through MobAd Enabler to present it. 
The Ad App may communicate information about Users’ actions to the MobAd Enabler.
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
