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1 Reason for Contribution

The subscribers may use several different kinds of text-based communication services. For example, email, short message service and instant messaging.  They may use hundreds of text messages to communicate with each others in one day.  Sometimes, a subscriber may forget the exact information in an important message which he / she received, but some piece of words.  To find such a message must be a painful experience. It is very helpful if there is a tool can helps the subscriber to find the messages which may be scattered in those communication services.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution introduces a use case to show how the Mobile Search Framework could help a subscriber to find the most useful records from his / her large amount of communication records.

3 Detailed Proposal

B. Communication Search
This use case demonstrates the abilities that MSrchFramework helps subscriber to find a communication record among the text-base communication services which he / her used, with some keywords,  and optional some other conditions, such as a time scope.
B.x.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

The subscriber uses the communication search tool with some keywords and optional time scope on his / her device.
The communication search tool sends the query to MSrchFramework.

The MSrchFramework finds the certain search engine(s) and send the query to it / them.

The search engines searches the subscriber’s communication records and returns the result set to the MSrchFramework.

The MSrchFramework incorporates the result sets and returns to the communication search tool.

The communication search tool shows the records to the subscriber in brief.
The subscriber could easily open the record with corresponding communication service to read the whole message.
B.x.2 Market benefits

A unified and easy using communication search tool may give the subscribers a good service experience.  And this may boost the acceptance of text-based mobile messaging services.  The operator may also benefit by the reducing of unnecessary network traffics and service loads.
