3.2 Definitions
	Search Engine
	Search Engine is a tool designed to search for different kind of content (e.g. information, images etc..). Information provided by search engines to the Mobile Search Framework may be in form of XML documents (HTML pages, RSS feed, …) already organized in pages or dynamically generated at run time according to search inputs provided by the user. Search engines may be divided in two categories: Generic Search Engine (see definition) and Vertical Search Engine (see definition). 

	Vertical Search Engine
	A Vertical Search Engine is a kind of Search Engine able to provide information about very specific category(ies) of information e.g. restaurant, user generated content, etc, and may use databases as back end for the data that it provides.

	Generic Search Engine
	A Generic Search Engine is a kind of Search Engine, not specialized about a specific category, able to provide information about every kind of category of information and may use indexes to retrieve information on the web according to the search inputs provided by the user.
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
