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1 Overview

This Liaison Statement is intended to provide the W3C POI WG with an update on the current status of the work on OMA’s Mobile Augmented Reality (MobAR) Enabler. Information from W3C POI WG is also requested on the general status of their activity and on specific areas that could be of interest to the OMA MobAR group.

2 Proposal

OMA MobAR Background and Current Status
OMA’s work on Augmented Reality began on November 2010 with the approval of the work item for the creation of the Mobile Augmented Reality Enabler. 

The MobAR Enabler will provide an interoperable technology framework for mobile AR application that can be profiled for different use cases by defining the architecture of an AR client and server components and their interactions and exposing service (client and network) API to support the successful deployment of Mobile Augmented Reality services.

The current scheduled time for completion of the MobAR Enabler specifications is October 31 2011, with some intermediate milestones for the completion of the Requirement phase on April 2011 and the Architecture phase on June 2011.
Going on the technical details, as aspect under consideration for the standardization activities, we included the following topics:  
· AR Content Data format: 
· AR Markup language
· AR Data types and Structures – POI (images, text, 3D models, URLs), Person..

· AR Transport and Interfaces

· AR contents Transport/Interaction method

· AR content search, aggregation, filtering and personalization

· Service APIs for AR content publishers and app developers

· AR Client features

· AR Rendering Engine (text, 2D/3D, live view contents)

· AR Markup Engine and Caching
· User interactivity support and feedback collection

· Access to Device Capabilities (camera, GPS, sensor etc)

· Client-side AR Web APIs
· Security considerations

· Security & Privacy
We believe that some of these topics could be in scope of your activity, then addressed and standardized by the POI WG but reused (or extended) by the MobAR Enabler Specifications. 
3 Requested Action(s)

As said above, some of the topic in the bullet list proposed could be pertinent to the W3C activity and we would like to know your feedback on that. In particular the first bullet “AR Content Data format” and its sub bullets may fall under your sphere of action.    

OMA MobAR would also like to know the W3C POI WG planned roadmap and the foreseen publishing dates for the related output documents in order to reference them properly in the OMA MobAR Enabler specifications.
