B.1 Service and Client APIs Use Case

This use case describes the usage of the APIs exposed by the MobAR from Third Parties (i.e developer).   
B.1.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

A big fashion brand wants to provide its customers with an AR application that allows to discover all the shops selling its clothes. 

The brand makes a deal with the service provider that has deployed the MobAR Enabler and allows a  developer to access the exposed MobAR API once he is registered on the system (for authentication purposes).  

There are several customization scenarios:
1) (Basic) Use of MobAR Service API: the developer can customize AR content based on the brands graphics; 

2) (Intermediate) Use of MobAR Client API: he can build a customized AR application e.g. adding new functionalities to the ones provided by the MobAR Client; no customization is applied to the AR Content.
3) (Advanced) Use of MobAR Client API and MobAR Service API; both AR application and AR content can be customized. The developer can exploit both sets of APIs to implement a stunning AR application.  

B.1.2 Market benefits

This use case shows some benefits for User, Service and Content Providers. The User can consume easily AR Content from her preferred clothes brand, 
The Content Provider (e.g. brand, …) are enabled to offer its own application and content to its customers.
The Service Provider can monetize the its deployment of the MobAR Enabler diversifying the users portfolio (end users, enterprises, …)
