Change 1:  Add new requirements in section 5.8  
 5.8 Access to Capabilities – Device & Network
The MobAR Enabler SHALL access user location information in order to provide geolocalized content and information.

The MobAR Client SHALL access the device capabilities to check the supported features on the device.

The MobAR Client SHALL be able to access information from the supported sensors (on the device) e.g the orientation provided by the accelerometer, gyroscope and compass. 
The MobAR Client SHOULD be able to access information from available client (on the device) e.g image or pattern recognition engine, code reader (e.g. QR code reader) in  order to assist the MobAR client in retrieving the suitable AR Content.
The MobAR Enabler SHOULD be able to access information from available source (on the network) e.g image or pattern recognition, code reader (e.g. QR code reader) in  order to improve the retrieving of suitable AR Content.
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
