Comment: Clarify what ‘contact information’ means. Is it referring to the address book entries or to the user’s own contact information or both? OMA CAB has requirements to allow 3rd party access to two sets of data: address book entries and User’s own contact information (i.e. Personal Contact Card). And also, Personal Contact Card is a term defined in the CAB RD so the term should be capitalized and added to the definitions by referring to the CAB RD.

It is not clear if the “related communication means and preferences” are the ones of the user owning the contact information, or they belong to the contact itself who decided to publish them to other Users. This should be clarified. 
This comment also applies to NGSI-ADN-003 and NGSI-ADN-004. 
Proposed Change: Clarify the requirement as follows: 

The NGSI Enabler SHALL provide interfaces to allow applications or services to manage data (i.e. contact information address book entries, Personal Contact Card) in an entity storing contact information with and related published communication means and preferences.
