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1 Reason for Change

Charging aspects are included in NGSI WID but not addressed in NGSI RD: this is because NGSI is enhancing the existing PSA which is already containing charging functionalities, and Charging enhancement have been provided for PSA 1.0. So no duplication of functionalities is seen necessary which was not clear at the time of NGSI WID approval.

During the presentation of NGSI RD to REQ on July 23, this point was raised, and an action assigned to REQ Chair to clarify with REL whether a NGSI WID update is needed due to not covering “charging” in NGSI 1.0.

After a clarification with REL Chair and ARC Chair (Charging is now in ARC WG), it was suggested that the update of NGSI WID is not necessary. In many cases we'll find that pieces of functionality are actually already addressed elsewhere. This is a good thing as it leads to fewer silos, and hence we should support this in a pragmatic manner.
So here the proposal is to add a sentence in the Scope section of NGSI RD saying that the Charging aspects are addressed in PSA 1.0 and remove a bullet, as detailed below.

1. Scope
(Informative)

This document defines the requirements for the OMA Next Generation Service Interfaces (NGSI) v.1.0.

The aim of the OMA NGSI RD v1.0 is to address requirements for:

· Extensions of existing interfaces for personal communication services, including 

· Rich multimedia services support like advanced multimedia conferences, content sharing and content delivery, as well as conference member management and advanced call handling schemes like: 
· Extensions to third party call control and call notifications including media enhancements (e.g. CMR), behavior configuration (Find me/forking), control on display/restrict calling line identification, 
· Enhancement to the conference experience (including manipulation of group list, multimedia streaming control). 
· Access to media/data storages and related control mechanism, including federation and management of identities within/across domains, 
· Sophisticated media control (e.g. media control scripts and guidance insertion) and 

· 
· Context and Personalization with focus on multimedia services: 
· Improvement in policy management, 
· User-driven manipulation of multi- media experience.

Applications/enablers which make use of network functionality offered through the NGSI interface are out of scope of this document.
Charging aspects (included in the NGSI Work Item) are addressed inside the OMA PSA v1.0 [OMA PSA], which is complementary with respect to NGSI.
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
