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1 Reason for Change

The current requirements regarding the discovery and management of services are limited to the composition of services. This is just a special case of utilizing services. In this CR we clarify the wording to address the correct scope.

R01: the word, Framework is removed from the HLF, the last paragraph of 6.11, "enablers or other resources" are changed to "services" for the consistency and some texts are updated for clarification.

Besides applying changes as proposed, it can be considered to 

a) postpone those requirements to a later release addressing them as framework functions

b) postpone those requirements to a maybe-future framework related WID

c) address them as functional requirements in NGSI v1.0

Currently, the requirements have been considered under c) in order to allow addressing those functions but do not address the effort to consider the wider framework. We recommend discussing and deciding for any of the options a) – c).
Our preference is option c: We like to focus on the specific functions only in order to process them fast. Wider framework discussion can be conducted independently with involved parties, respecting the proposed solutions.

6.11 Functional Requirements for Service Registration and Discovery

A service oriented architecture (such as [OWSER]) allows the creation of advanced applications in a dynamic way offering a potential differentiator for the operator. An application might use only a single specific service, or compose multiple services to fulfil its requirements. Each service is defined by a Service Description, including its interfaces, bindings as well as related Policies. 
The requirements provide interface functionalities to allow the registration and discovery of services. Thus, an application could easily retrieve which services are currently available and registered. Further, interfaces to retrieve the relevant Service Descriptions are given.
