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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution proposes a requirement which is related to the contribution OMA-REQ-PoC2-2005-0007-B2.1--Consolidation-for-PoC-2-Media.
2 Summary of Contribution
In the contribution 0007, a list of requirements were proposed for consolidating previous discussion about PoC2 features when dealing with new media types (such as image and video) other than voice.
What we proposed here is a feature for PoC client to bar receiving data of new media types. This is a similar feature to incoming session barring, but only about receiving data of new media types. This kind of feature is important because the recipient may not prefer to see image or video in some occasion (such as when driving). The barring feature is also important because new media data transfer would be charged independently from PoC talk burst data (voice) transfer.
3 Detailed Proposal

Derived / Proposed Requirements

In case a PoC subscriber does not want to receive data of new media types (other than talk burst voice), the PoC client SHALL be able to activate a setting to reject all new incoming new media transfer to the client. 

The PoC client MAY be able to activate a setting to reject new incoming new media transfer to the client selectively for each media type.
