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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution proposes a requirement which is related to the contribution OMA-REQ-PoC2-2005-0007-B2.1--Consolidation-for-PoC-2-Media.
In R01, comments provided in Vienna meeting are addressed. The comments were summarized as follows:
· Is this requirement about a network capability or a PoC application level capability?
· Is this requirement related to QoE feature?
· Is this requirement about a single session or different sessions?
In R02, minor corrections on wording were made.
In R03, comments in Seoul meeting are addressed.　This is targeted to proposeａ new requirement under B.2.1 (new media types for PoC2). 
In R04, further comments are addressed. The comments were as follows;
· The concept proposed in this contribution seems to be covered by some requirement in B.2.9 (Quality of Experience).

· If the proposed concept is not covered in the latest RD, it is recommended to submit another contribution to include QoS mapping for each media type. 
· After discussion with the editor for the section B2.9, it was concluded that a modification in B.2.9.2.1 (in OMA-REQ-PoC2-2005-0162-OMA-RD-PoC-V2_0-20050902-D_R03_Sept_13_end-of-day) is needed to capture the above comments.
2 Summary of Contribution
In the contribution 0007, a list of requirements were proposed for consolidating previous discussion about PoC2 features when dealing with new media types (such as image and video) other than voice.
It is quite important to keep quality of service for PoC talk burst even when new media type data is transferred during PoC session. For example, when image data is being shared among session participants, PoC talk burst should be prioritized rather than image data transfer to provide good user experience. When enough bandwidth is not given for simultaneous transfer of both voice and video, video should not be transferred to guarantee PoC voice service.
In some cases, underlying networks may provide QoS functions. For those cases, PoC system needs to provide bindings properly to the QoS functions provided by the underlying networks in order to archive prioritization to PoC talk burst. If we are addressing to a network without QoS functions, PoC applications need to deal with the prioritization issue.
We propose that this requirement is about a single session although we have to define precisely what a PoC session with multiple media/data steams before we discuss about prioritization over the session. It is better to define a session as a session including all media/data steams sent among the participants for the session.

	The Service Provider SHOULD be able to use QoE profiles as a way to define a mapping between different types of quality of service expected by the users at application level and different profiles of performance criteria to be realized at underlying network level. These performance criteria SHOULD consider the following on a profile basis:

· QoS to be provided for the PoC Sessions and each of media types in the PoC sessions
· PoC Session Priority

And any mapping mechanism SHALL depend on the concrete underlying network capabilities (i.e. QoS framework…) and conditions
