This contribution highlights the need for a new requirement for the B2.1 New Media section of the PoC Release 2 RD.

2 Summary of Contribution

PoC 2 service enables communication between PoC terminals using more than one media. In reality, some terminals may support a wider range of capabilities (e.g. video, voice, picture), whereas other terminals may have limited set of media (e.g. audio, picture) that they could support.  In a one-to-one PoC 2 session, it is natural to have an effective communication between two PoC users with a commonly agreed set of media.  The scenario is slightly different with one-to-many PoC 2 group session.  

A PoC 2 group session could involve the following scenarios 

(i) All the terminals involved in the PoC2 session have the necessary media capabilities required for that session.

(ii) Some of the terminals involved in the PoC2 session may have a limited set of media capabilities (audio only) compared to the other terminals (audio, video) in the same PoC2 session. 

This contribution highlights the need for PoC2 service to recognize the scenario in which terminals with varying media capabilities are part of the same PoC2 session and provide a mechanism in the PoC 2 server to accommodate it.

3 Detailed Proposal

This use case depicts a scenario in which PoC user A, B, C and D are involved in a PoC 2 session involving two media audio and video. 
1.1.2 Actors

The involved actors are:

· PoC Users A , B, C and D ( subscription ?? )

· PoC service provider

1.2.1.1 Actor Specific Issues

· PoC User A, B and C have terminals that supports both audio and video.

· PoC User D has a terminal that supports only audio.

1.2.1.2 Actor Specific Benefits

The benefits for the actors are:

· Actors with limited media capabilities in their terminals can participate in a PoC session involving rich media, in a restricted manner.
1.1.3 Pre-conditions

The required pre-conditions are:

· PoC subscriber should have authorization for PoC2 service.
· PoC subscriber should have access for PoC2 service.

1.1.4 Post-conditions

The required post-conditions are:

· None Identified
1.1.5 Normal Flow

The normal flow for this use case is:

· PoC subscriber ‘A’ initiates a multimedia PoC 2 session involving Audio and video media.
· PoC Service provider authenticates and authorizes the request.

· PoC Service acquires the media capabilities of the terminals involved.

· PoC Service understands that PoC subscriber ‘B’ and PoC subscriber ‘C” have terminals that support both media, Whereas PoC subscriber ‘D’ has a terminal that supports Audio only.
· PoC Service establishes a PoC session for all four participants.
· PoC Service delivers both voice and video media for PoC subscribers B and C. It delivers only the Audio for PoC subscriber ‘D’.

1.1.7 Operational and Quality of Experience Requirements

Derived / Proposed Requirements

· PoC 2 service SHALL provide a mechanism to support a PoC 2 session which consists of a mixture of PoC 1 and PoC 2 clients.  

· PoC 1 clients SHALL be able to participate in a PoC 2 session involving multiple media, but in a restricted manner with a subset of media (voice only).
· PoC 2 service infrastructure SHALL be able to support this type of PoC 2 session in which a part of the participants in the PoC session are engaged with a subset of all the media in a session.
· Based on service policies, PoC User SHOULD be able to join a PoC 2 session involving multiple media for a specific subset of the media.  

· A PoC participant SHOULD be able to modify (add / remove) media during the PoC2 session for sending and receiving within the overall agreed set of media for the session.
To facilitate a PoC 2 service that supports a PoC session in which both PoC 1 enabled clients and PoC 2 enabled clients can participate 
A  PoC Client,  that supports (i.e. accepts and/or transmits) only a subset of Media Types that are used in a PoC Session SHALL still be able to participate in that session. This restricted support of Media Types may be either 
· Due to the limitations of the PoC client (e.g. a PoC 1 client)

Or

· Configured by the user

 A PoC Server SHALL only send Media bursts of those Media Types to the PoC Client, that are supported by the POC Client for that session.
A PoC User SHOULD be able to configure (e.g add/remove) the support for various Media Types in a session either prior to the session, while joining a Session or during an ongoing PoC session.
