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1 Reason for Contribution
PoC2.0 RD introduces man-machine scenario. Machine PoC user is able to join PoC session.  But the behavior of machine PoC user is different from behavior of human PoC user. 
According to definition in PoC1.0, PoC session MAY be terminated upon the second last human PoC participant leaving. But in man-machine scenario, it is meaningless that there are only machine participants staying in a PoC session. So PoC system needs to enhance termination PoC session policy accordingly.
R02: This contribution is revised from 2005-0032. The revised contribution adds the Man-Machine PoC Session Releasing Policies in new sub clause B.2.6.6.
2 Summary of Contribution
This contribution proposes to provide the termination policy of man-machine PoC session. All of these polices are the same as defined in PoC1.0 RD except the bullet 4. This contribution describes that the PoC session SHOULD be terminated when only machine user(s) staying in the PoC session.
3 Detailed Proposal

B.2.6    Enhanced PoC Session Control
B.2.6.6 Man-Machine PoC Session Releasing Policy
PoC Server SHALL be able to check the attribute of participants in a man-machine PoC session. PoC service provider SHALL insure PoC session be released if only machine participant(s) stay in this PoC session.

PoC service provider SHALL be able to release a man-machine PoC Session due to one or more reasons in fellow list:

1. Release PoC session by PoC group administrator;
2. Release PoC session when the last PoC participant leaves in the PoC session;

3. Release PoC session when the PoC session initiator leaves the PoC session;
4. Release PoC session when the second last human PoC participant leaves in the PoC session;

5. Release PoC session when only machine PoC participant(s) stay(s) in the PoC session;
6. Release PoC session when the defined Participant leaves the PoC Session

7. Release PoC session when the number of Participants is less than a  certain value;
8. Release PoC session when the PoC Session allocated time has expired;
9. Release PoC session after a pre-defined time period without any media burst traffic in the PoC session;
10. Release PoC session after a pre-defined time period.
