1 Reason for Contribution
During an establishment procedure of a PoC session, if the caller chooses to hide the calling line identification, the callee is no way to know what the caller’s identifier is. However in some cases, for example, the callee is an dispatcher of a PoC group, this callee must know who the caller is. Therefore the caller’s identification should be displayed to the dispatcher unconditionally. In order to solve this problem, a new service called Calling Line Identification Presentation Unconditionally (CLIPU) is introduced here. Based on the identification of called user, if it presents a special service or it has higher priority than the caller, the calling line identification will be displayed to the callee unconditionally.
2 Summary of Contribution

· This contribution proposes the concept of CLIPU in PoC to address the requirement that in some cases the called party must know about what the calling line identification is.

Alice wants to establish a PoC session with other members of a PoC group. Alice likes to hide her calling number for every session request messages. 
Actors

The involved actors are:

· Alice and Other members of groups
· Service Provider
Actor Specific Issues

The issue for the actors is:

· Alice likes to hide her calling number for every session request messages.
· Service provider want that the calling line identification should be displayed unconditionally in some cases.
Actor Specific Benefits

The benefits for the actors are:

· Alice: 
· A PoC session will be established and particular services will be provided to her.
· Service Provider:
·  The success probability of PoC session establishment is increased.
Pre-conditions

The required pre-conditions are:

· Alice as a caller wants to hide her identification to all the called party.
· PoC server stores the information to make decision about whether a called party can know the calling line identification under any conditions.
Post-conditions

· none
Normal Flow: 

The normal flow is:

· Alice initiates a PoC session establishment request. In this request the caller’s identification is hided and does not be displayed to the called user.
· The PoC server (CF) receives this request and forwards it to the PoC server of called user.
· According to stored information of called user, the PoC server of called user finds that the calling line identification should be displayed to the called user. For example, the called user provides a special service or the called user has higher priority than caller.
· The PoC server of called user sends this request to the callee with the caller’s identification displayed.
Derived / Proposed Requirements

· PoC server SHALL be able to display identification of inviting PoC user unconditionally base on the service policy. 
· Service provider SHALL be able to define the service policy for displaying identification of inviting PoC user unconditionally. The service police MAY base on priority of invited PoC user and identification of invited PoC user.
