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1 Reason for Contribution
In some cases, if a member of a PoC group knows the topic of a conversation, he may chooses not to listen to it if he is not interested in this topic but he wants to remain in this PoC session. In order to realize this requirement, in the Media Burst Control messages, text-based information can be included to describe the topic of the subsequent conversation made by the initiator. Besides the topic information, the PoC server can also add some information in the Media Burst Control messages. For example, the PoC server can add a floor holding time in it to make the members of this group know about it.
2 Summary of Contribution

The proposal describes the use case and requirements about a PoC floor control, which allows the participants to know the topic of the conversation and allow the PoC server to notify participants some related information.
3 Detailed Proposal

Use Case

PoC floor control messages with topic description

Alice, Bob, Tom and others are participating in a PoC Group conversation. Alice has been requested the floor and got the floor control to this talk. During the request of floor, Alice adds the description of this talk in the request and sends to the PoC server. Bob, Tom and others will receive this topic description information when they are notified that the floor control is taken by Alice.
Actors

The involved actors are:

· Alice, Bob, Tom and Other members of groups
· PoC server
Actor Specific Issues

The issue for the actors is:

· Alice adds the topic description of this talk in the Media Burst Control message and sends to the PoC server.
· PoC server notifies other participants that the floor has been taken by Alice with the topic description.
Actor Specific Benefits

The benefits for the actors are:

· Bob, Tom and other members of groups: 
· They will know what the topic the subsequent conversation is and decide whether to listen to it or not.
· PoC server(s):
·  If needed the PoC server can add some information and send to the participants together with the topic description information.
Pre-conditions

The required pre-conditions are:

· Alice wants to start a lecture with group members.
Post-conditions

· Bob, Tom and other members of groups know the topic of Alice’s lecture when Alice gets the floor.
Normal Flow: 

The normal flow is:

· Alice wants to speak and sends Media Burst Control request to PoC server, in this request some description are included about what the topic of this talk is.
· The PoC server receives this request and decides to grant floor to Alice. Further the PoC server can also add some other information based on the operator’s policy and send this information (floor holding time) to Alice when PoC server notifies Alice that the floor has been granted to her.
· The PoC server notifies all the other participants that the floor control has been taken by Alice, in the notification the topic description of this talk is added. Further the PoC server can also add some other information based on operator’s policy and send this together with the topic description to the participants.
· Based on the information the participants of this talk will make some decisions of their own which make the conversation flexible and efficient.
Derived / Proposed Requirements

· PoC client SHALL be able to add additional text information of topic to the Media Burst Control message.
· PoC server SHALL be able to add/delete/modify the additional text information in Media Burst Control message based on service policy.
· PoC server SHALL be able to transmit the Media Burst Control message with the additional text information to PoC client(s).
· PoC server SHALL be able to know the receiver does not support additional text information in Media Burst Control message and delete this information.
