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1 Reason for Contribution
During a PoC session, sometimes a PoC client may want to talk to part of other participants, but this PoC client does not want to end this session. The current PoC specification can not support this requirement. Therefore new requirements to PoC2 are introduced in this contribution to solve this problem. That is, the PoC client can talk with subgroup (part of participants) without establishing a new PoC session or changing the current PoC session. The other participants can not receive there media burst.
2 Summary of Contribution

The proposal describes the use case and requirements about a PoC client talk with subgroup without establishing a new PoC session or changing the current PoC session.
3 Detailed Proposal

Use Case
(Informative)


Talking in Subgroup

Short Description

Alice, Bob, Tom and others are participating in a PoC Group conversation.  Alice wants to talk to Bob and Tom only.
Actors

The involved actors are:

· Alice, Bob, Tom and Other members of groups
· PoC server(s)
Actor Specific Issues

The issue for the actors is:

· Alice wants to talk to Bob and Tom.
· PoC server knows whom Alice wants talk to and transmits the media burst to them.
Actor Specific Benefits

The benefits for the actors are:

· Alice, Bob and Tom: 
· They can talk as a subgroup without impact the current PoC session
· PoC server(s):
· The PoC server can meet the requirement that during a PoC session part of the PoC participants want to talk as a subgroup.
Pre-conditions

The required pre-conditions are:

· Alice, Bob, Tom and other members have a PoC session.
Post-conditions

· Alice can speak only with Bob and Tom without establishing new PoC session or changing current PoC session.
Normal Flow: 

The normal flow is:

· Alice, Bob, Tom and other members have a PoC session.
· Alice initiates a floor request to PoC server to request to talk with Bob and Tom only. 
· PoC server grants the floor to Alice and indicates Bob and Tom that Alice will talk to them only.
· The other participants will be indicated that the floor has been taken.
· PoC server receives media burst from Alice. It will send them to Bob and Tom only. 
· When Alice finishes, she will release the floor, other participants will be indicated that the floor is free.
· Alice can initiate other floor request to PoC server to request to talk with whole group.
Derived / Proposed Requirements

· PoC Client SHALL be able to talk only to part participants without establishing new PoC session or changing current PoC session.
· PoC Sever SHALL be able to send received Media Burst to participant(s) as the speaker requests.
· PoC client SHALL be able to be indicated that the Media Burst are sent only to him.
