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1 Reason for Contribution

The use case introduced in contribution REQ-337 is very useful. But we think this solution can be improved to meet more requirements. The user having the interrupt priority will interrupt the current speaker unconditionally, which is not reasonable in some cases. For example, if the priority of interrupt PoC user is not higher than the speaker, the speaker may agree to be interrupted. However, in REQ-337 solution, the user can not interrupt the speaker and negotiate with speaker about this. In this contribution, this problem will be solved by using a more reasonable way.

PoC Talk Interruption

Alice, Bob, and others are participating in a PoC session. Alice has been allowed to talk. Bob wants to interrupt Alice to query about what she is talking about. Therefore, he decides to initiate a temporary Talk Burst request to PoC server.
Actors

The involved actors are:

· Alice, Bob, and Other members of groups

· PoC Service Provider
Actor Specific Issues

The issue for the actors is:

· Bob wants to interrupt Alice to query the topic of the current talk.

· Service provider wants to provide improved service experience to their customers.

Actor Specific Benefits

The benefits for the actors are:

· PoC Group session participants: 
· Bob will know what the current conversation is about and will join it quickly. 
· Alice does not need to repeat her topic when Bob has the right to speak and asks Alice about what she has talked just now.
· Service provider:

· Provides an improved service experience. 
Pre-conditions

The required pre-conditions are:

· Participants can be authorised to raise a Talk Burst even without interrupt priority.
· Service Provider shall be allowed to control the participants for better utilisation of interruption
Post-conditions

The required post-conditions are:

· The participants can interrupt the speaker temporally by negotiating with the speaker.
· A PoC Session where the participants enjoy the natural flow of conversation and the interruption could be evident.

Normal Flow: 
The normal flow is:

· Alice is currently talking about a particular issue with her group members.

· Bob wants to interrupt in the middle to know what is talking about.
· Bob is an authorized member for interrupt request, and he raises a talk burst request.
· PoC Server indicates to Alice that someone wants to speak temporally.
· Alice may decide to release the floor based on the information indicated by PoC server.
· Alice’s right has been temporarily suspended to send the media.
· Bob gets the right to speak, queries a question and then releases the floor when he finishes.
· Alice is granted the floor immediately after Bob.
· Alice continues her speak.
Alternative Flow

None.

Operational and Quality of Experience Requirements

· Members of PoC Sessions SHALL be abele to send floor request to ask for temporary right to speak.
· The interrupting user SHALL be able to have the chance to be given the right to talk immediately after the interruption.
· Suspended user SHALL be aware of the fact of suspension.
· Suspended user SHALL be given the right to talk immediately after the interruption.
Derived / Proposed Requirements

· PoC client who has the floor SHALL be able to decide whether to transfer the floor to other participant temporarily based on the information indicated by PoC server. 
· PoC client who transfers the floor to other participant temporarily SHALL be able to have the floor back automatically after the interrupting PoC user releases the floor.
· PoC server SHALL be able to send the interrupt indication to the PoC client who has the floor. The indication includes following parameters: the identity of the interrupting user, Time for Interrupt Talk, etc.
· PoC server SHALL be able to configure following parameters: the identity of the interrupting user, number of interrupt times, Time for Interrupt Talk, etc.

· PoC server SHALL be able to decide whether to send the interruption indication to the PoC client who has the floor.
· PoC server SHALL be able to transfer the floor to the PoC client who wants to get the right to speak temporarily,
· PoC server SHALL be able to return the floor back to the PoC client who transfers the floor
· PoC Server SHALL be able to insert the request of the PoC client who wants to get the right to speak temporarily into the Media Burst request queue if the system supports Media Burst request queue.
· PoC client SHALL be able to be authorized the interrupt privilege.
· PoC server SHALL be able to forbid the interrupting user to be suspended again.
· PoC server SHALL not allow the user to send the media when the user is in suspended state.
