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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution tries to integrate the already approved Crisis Handling requirements (OMA-REQ-2005-0255R02-PoC2-UC-PoC Session Control for Crisis Handling) with the QoE profiles proposed for PoCv2 (covered by OMA-REQ-2005-340R03-PoC2- QoE-Profiles-Use-Case).
2 Summary of Contribution

Crisis has been proposed as one of the QoE profiles for PoCv2 Sessions. Due to the fact that Crisis Handling situations could be properly addressed by that profile, it is proposed to move the Crisis Handling requirement under current section 2.6 to the QoE section (2.9). In order to maintain the overall coherency in section 2.9, some changes and additions for the Crisis Handling requirements are also proposed.

3 Detailed Proposal

The Crisis Handling requirements should be moved from current section 2.6 to section 2.9. Some changes and additions are also proposed. The result, for section 2.9, would be as follows:

2.9.3 Sessions with Crisis profile (Crisis Handling)

The following considers requirements for the specific case of sessions set up with crisis profile:
· The PoC 2.0 enabler SHOULD differentiate Crisis Session Requests (i.e Crisis Profile) from any other PoC Session requests.

· If the PoC 2.0 enabler supports Crisis Session Requests, it SHALL always enforce the highest  priority to serve the PoC Session initiated with Crisis Request (i.e. Crisis Profile). No other profile SHALL have this priority.
· The PoC Server SHOULD limit the number and duration of PoC Sessions with Crisis profile.

· The PoC Server SHALL be able to separately charge PoC Session with Crisis profile.
·

· The PoC 2.0 enabler MAY perform pre-defined procedures for PoC Sessions with Crisis  QoE Profile (e.g. validation of the request, authentication of the source,  local networks resource reservation, session invitation with specific pre-arranged PoC group(s), distributing data received in the invitation (e.g. images), distributing pre-recorded data (e.g. canned voice), invocating other services (e.g. location, presence), etc.).

· The PoC 2.0 enabler MAY apply  pre-defined specific  PoC Session (e.g. characterized by session priority, MAO to invited PoC users, etc.) for the Crisis profile.

5 Recommendation

We recommend that the above requirements are added to section 2.9
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
