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1 Reason for Contribution

The PoC 1.0 RD (6.1.12) states that the PoC service enabler SHALL support capabilities to allow Lawful Interception (LI).  No further LI requirements or functionality was detailed.  This contribution provides the PoC service-based requirements to support LI.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution provides the high-level LI requirements for PoC 2.0 for inclusion into the PoC 2.0 RD.

The following proposes text for the PoC 2.0 RD. The elaboration of the proposed requirements are for further study.

6.1 High-Level Functional Requirements

	Use Case: Lawful Interception 
	The PoC enabler SHALL be able to provide information available in the network for support of lawful interception of PoC sessions of an identified PoC User to the network in which the lawful warrant is served.
The PoC enabler SHALL be able to provide the user PoC address information for all PoC session participants when supporting a lawful interception request regardless of anonymity or privacy settings.
The PoC enabler SHALL be able to ensure that the media burst content is available to law enforcement in support of a lawful interception request (e.g. by providing decryption information or decrypting any encrypted content, or providing decompression information or decompressing any compressed content) when the PoC service provider furnishes the encryption or uses compression.
Available and applicable underlying network specifications SHOULD be used to support LI requirements as much as possible.  Note:  specific references (e.g., 3GPP) may be added to reference section at a later date.
