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1 Reason for Contribution

In case of crisis handling the PoC Session may be overloaded so badly, that even the Talk Burst Requests should be limited only for highest priority users.  This requirement is missing in the current RD.

2 Summary of Contribution

Added one requirement for Media Burst Control.   

3 Detailed Proposal

B.2.8  Media Burst Control Enhancements

….

In case of heavy load PoC 2 service can start to limit the attempts of Media Burst Requests for only the selected priority class(es).  In this case only the indicated priority class(es) are allowed to attempt Media Burst requests.  

· PoC Server MAY indicate the priority class(es), which are allowed to attempt Media Burst Request.
· The priority class(es), if used, MAY be provisonable by PoC Service provider.
· PoC Client SHALL NOT attempt to send Media Burst Request in case PoC Server has indicated that Media Burst Request is allowed only for other priority class(es) than the PoC Client belongs to.
…..
