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1 Reason for Contribution

This is a new use case and requirement for PoC2 to enable sharing of immediate discrete content.  In PoC v 1.0 there are no requirements which capture the needs for this type of media exchange. Because of the reason above, PoC v 2.0 needs requirements added related to immediate discrete content.  This contribution will describe a use case for when this type of media is needed.

1.1 Transfer of immediate discrete content

1.1.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

 PoC Transfer of immediate discrete content is defined as the immediate and controlled reliable transfer of pre-existing data such as an image or other discrete data.  This is not limited to image data but would evolve to include other non-real-time data such as game initiation and transfer. 

1.1.2 Definitions

Immediate discrete content transfer: 
Reliable sharing of pre-existing data in a real-time manner. 
1.1.3 Actors

The involved actors are:
· PoC immediate discrete content initiator: Sami who is a new home buyer.
· PoC immediate discrete content destination: Nancy who is Sami’s wife and is traveling on work
· PoC immediate discrete content destination: Bob who is Sami’s & Nancy’s son at college
1.1.2.1 Actor Specific Issues

The issues for the actors are:

· Sami is going to look at several new homes today with their realtor and would like his wife Nancy to provide input on the homes. 
· Sami will take pictures of the homes and its features while discussing them with Nancy 
· Even if Sami is able to send the pictures to Nancy offline via MMS he would not be guaranteed a delivery attempt conducive to his discussion with his wife.  Nancy is unlikely to be able to receive said pictures as Sami speaks to her, and further, both are unlikely to be able to view the pictures as they volley with one another.
· Therefore, Sami wants to use the immediate discrete content transfer in PoC2 which would enable him to exchange immediately the appropriate image that he wants to discuss and know that Nancy is also viewing the same image as they speak.  
1.1.2.2 Actor Specific Benefits

The benefits for the actors are:

· Sami can take pictures of the home while he is there and send them to Nancy so that Nancy’s experience is like she is there at the house without really being there.
· Sami is certain that Nancy and he are on the same page in terms of what they are viewing together during their discussion.

· If Nancy does not like something about the house but Sami does, he can send another picture for her to view that will show the reason why he likes it.  Again, this immediate discrete content exchange is happening in the context of their, in this case voice, conversation.
1.1.4 Pre-conditions

The required pre-conditions are:

· The PoC Service provider supports PoC immediate discrete content transfer.
1.1.5 Post-conditions

· None
1.1.6 Normal Flow

The normal flow for this use case is:
1. Sami who is a new home buyer reaches a prospective house and initiates a PoC audio session with his wife Nancy who is traveling on business. 
2. He tells Nancy, I have reached house number 23 and look here is what the house looks like from outside.  
3. Sami takes a picture of the home and initiates an immediate discrete content transfer to Nancy.  
4. Nancy accepts the incoming transfer and the picture is sent to Nancy.
5. Both Nancy and Sami can see the progress bar which shows a real-time progress of the transmission of the picture as it is being exchanged.
6. Sami is informed when the picture transmission is complete and the image has reached Nancy.
7. Nancy and Sami discuss the outside appearance of the house as well as related details such as house price, size, location, etc.  
8. Nancy is able to listen in to Sami’s conversation with the realtor about the school district.
9. Sami sends an image of the living room to Nancy using immediate discrete content transfer.  Nancy sees the fireplace and tells Sami to send her a close-up of the fireplace.
10. Several images are transferred during the course of the visit allowing Nancy and Sami to discuss the house as Sami walks through it.
11. When they are done, the PoC voice + immediate discrete content transfer session is terminated.
1.1.7 Alternative Flow

Sami and Nancy were done discussing the house except for looking at the golf course which is right behind the house.  He informs Nancy that he will send it to her when he is there.   

1. Sami reaches the stream and takes a picture using the camera on the phone.
2. Sami realizes that their son Bob would like to look at the golf course.

3. Sami then initiates an immediate discrete content transfer group session with Nancy and Bob.
4. Both Nancy & Bob are informed about the new immediate discrete content transfer session.
5. Both Nancy & Bob accept the transfer and session is established.
6. The picture is sent to Nancy and Bob.
7. Sami is informed when the picture transmission is complete and the image has reached Nancy & Bob.
8. They all discuss how much fun it would be to play golf and who is the best player among them.  
9. Bob and Nancy both decide to send a picture to Sami related to golf.

10. Both of their phones try to request the discrete content independent media burst control  at approximately the same time.

11. Bob’s phone is granted the independent media burst control  and Nancy’s phone gets an error tone indicating that her request was not granted.

12. Bob sends a picture of him playing golf with his buddies.

13. They all discuss this picture.  When they are done, they end the session.

2.1 Other 

2.1.x PoC immediate discrete content transfer
PoC transfer of immediate discrete content is defined as the immediate and controlled reliable transfer of pre-existing data such as an image or other discrete data.  This is not limited to image data but would evolve to include other non-realtime data with immediate priority such as game initiation and transfer.  If the PoC transfer of immediate discrete content is supported, then following requirements need to be met for the PoC transfer of immediate discrete content: 
· In a given PoC2 session there SHALL be an independent media burst control for “immediate discrete content” as well as voice.
· In a given PoC2 session different participants MAY have the voice media burst control and the immediate discrete content media burst control.
· A PoC user MAY be able to invoke a PoC 2 session without PoC2 voice media, but with one or more rich media streams. ( e.g images , video). In other words, voice media SHALL not be a mandatory media in a PoC2 session.

· Any PoC session participant SHALL be able to add PoC voice anytime during an existing PoC 2 session consisting of only rich media ( e.g images, video ).
· In a given PoC2 session with immediate discrete content there SHOULD be indication provided back to the sender about the progress of the transfer.

· In a given PoC2 session with immediate discrete content there SHALL be indication provided back to the sender about the status (start/end/transfer success) of the transfer.
