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1 Reason for Contribution

This is a requirement for PoC2 about discovering enabler capabilities before initiating a service. In PoC v 2.0 new enablers/capabilities are added.  We need to smoothly handle interoperability between version 1 and version 2 devices as well as devices with varied capabilities.  If we can discover the capability of the remote device beforehand then services which are beyond the remote user’s capability shall not be invoked.  Because of the reason above, PoC v 2.0 needs requirements added related to negotiating capabilities prior to initiating a service.  This contribution will define a use case that describes the discovering of capabilities.

1.1.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

We need to smoothly handle interoperability between version 1 and version 2 devices as well as devices with varied service capabilities.  If we can discover the capability of the remote device beforehand then services which are beyond the remote user’s capability shall not be invoked.
1.1.2 Actors

The involved actors are:
· PoC version 1 device:  Sam’s Phone 
· PoC version 2 device: Eva’s Phone
1.1.2.1 Actor Specific Issues

The issues for the actors are:

· Sam’s phone is a legacy device which is not capable of receiving movies.
· Eva’s phone is enabled to send movies to other phones.
· When Eva tries to send a movie to Sam, she should be informed that Sam cannot receive the movie without bothering Sam with a “false chirp” or similar indication that is caused by the invocation of the enabler on Eva’s phone.  
· Therefore, Eva’s phone should be able to query whether Sam’s phone has movie receiving abilities before invoking the enabler.
1.1.2.2 Actor Specific Benefits

The benefits for the actors are:

· Sam is not bothered with a call that was only for the purpose of sending a movie, since his phone cannot receive a movie.
· Wherever possible, for instance in a menu which is available after a call is established, only those enabler options that can be invoked should be made visible by the device.

1.1.5 Normal Flow

The normal flow for this use case is:
1. Eva decides to send a movie to Sam.
2. Eva launches the “send movie” application.
3. This causes Eva’s phone to query whether Sam’s phone has movie accepting capabilities
4. Sam’s phone responds with its capabilities which do not include “movie reception”.
5. Sam is not informed about any incoming call
6. Eva’s phone informs Eva that her request could not be completed since Sam’s phone is not capable of receiving movies.
1.1.6 Alternative Flow

Sam and Eva have an established PoC voice call:     

1. Eva decides to send a movie to Sam.
2. Eva’s phone had determined Sam’s phones capabilities at call setup.
3. The “send movie” option is not available in the in-call menu for Eva.
4. So Eva does not initiate a enabler with same which would have ultimately failed.

2.1 Other 

2.1.x PoC immediate discrete content transfer
PoC discovery of capabilities is defined as the ability to discover another endpoint’s enabler capabilities without first invoking said enabler or initiating a call.  If the PoC discovery of capabilities is supported, then following requirements need to be supported for the PoC discovery of capabilities; 
· A PoC 2 client SHALL be able to discover the enabler capabilities of the potential participants without initiating a PoC 2 session with the other participants.
· A PoC 2 service SHALL be able to support mechanisms to obtain enabler capabilities of PoC2 clients. 

· A PoC 2 client SHALL be able to update its enabler capabilities during a PoC2 session.
