1 Reason for Change

337R01 in Appendix is about interrupted floor recovery.

The immediately granted right to speak to the suspended PoC Client may lead to the situation that the unwanted media data from the re-granted PoC User can be transmitted.

E.g., the suspended PoC User is talking to somebody else while suspended and this conversation can be transmitted as soon as the recovered right to speak is granted to the suspended PoC Client since the PoC Client just starts encoding the voice and transmitting as soon as the right to speak is granted.

Therefore this contribution proposes that the PoC Client must not start encoding and transmitting until the PoC User confirms the recovered right to speak.

	B. 2.8.x  Interrupted floor recovery  

PoC V1 has a feature of priority level of floor. One of priority level is Pre-emptive which enables the PoC User to interrupt another PoC User who speaks now. PoC v1 supports this priority level of floor (e.g., Pre-emptive priority) and PoC v2 has backward compatibility. If the Pre-emptive priority user interrupts the PoC user who speaks now, PoC v2 MAY have the following requirements.

· The interrupted PoC User SHALL be suspended from sending the media. 
· After the Pre-emptive user releases his floor, the floor SHALL be immediately granted back to the interrupted PoC User who has been suspended. 
· When the floor is granted back to the interrupted PoC Client, the Client SHALL get confirmation from the PoC User before encoding and sending the media.
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
