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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution proposes to use session negotiation mechanism during session establishment to provide service choices to invited user based on policies of service provider.  The parameters of different service choices should be notified to invited user and invited user can select favor parameters of these service choices.  The selected service choice can be used in this established session.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes to provide service choices to invited user during session establishment based on service policies.

This user case describes that the service provider SHOULD provide service choices during session establishment base one service policies and subscription of user. The user can obtain and select his/her favour type of service provided by service provider.
Actors
Bob：Bob is a regular user which wants to talk with Alice and his father.

Alice: Alice likes to talk with Bob.

Bob’s father：Bob’s father is in remote location far from Bob and Alice. He likes to communication with his son using viedo and voice as clear as possible.
Service Provider: provides PoC service cross areas and has different types of service choices.

Actor Specific Issues

Bob: Bob is a regular user which has a advanced mobile phone supporting video and audio. 
Alice: Alice is a regular user which has mobile phone supporting audio.

Bob’s father: Bob’s father has subscription using high quality services.

Service Provider: Service Provider customizes classes of user and has service choices for different users. Service Provider supports to provide these service choices to invited user during communication setting up.

Actor Specific Benefits
Bob: Bob can talk with his father and Alice using different type service.

Alice: Alice is a regular PoC user. She can talk with Bob using her favour type of service.
Bob’s father: Bob’s father has service choices and can choice his favour type of service.

Service Provider: Service Provider addresses user’s needs and increases revenue.
Pre-conditions
Bob, Alice, and Bob’s father are all equipped with PoC terminals and have subscription to using different types of service.

Service Provider: Service Provider has good services level classification and has policies to provide service choices.

Post-conditions

Bob, Alice, and Bob’s father have different service choices to choose during communicate establishment and communicate with each other satisfactorily.

Service Provider: Service Provider addresses user’s needs and increases revenue.
Normal Flow

1. Bob and his father communicate with each other each week. Now, Bob is going to talk over schedule of holiday after talk with is father.

2. Bob call to his father in regular way. He knows that his father would choose high quality service and pay such additional cost by himself. 
3. After receiving call request, service provider provides information of several service choices to Bob’s father. According to the information provided by service provider, Bob’s father selects the type of service which can using video and audio clearly. After the selection of service choice is notified to Bob, Bob carries on establishment of this call. 

4. Soon after talk with his father, Bob call to Alice in regular way.

5. Because Alice has no subscription of high quality service, she can not receive service choices. Bob and Alice will talk each other over schedule of holiday using audio type service.

PoC User has more service choices during session establishment. This feature can promote QoE.

· Service Provider SHALL be able to support providing a set of parameters of services choices to invited user during session establishment base on service policies and subscription of invited user.

· PoC User SHALL be able to select his/her favour type of service after receiving session establishment request.
