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1 Reason for Contribution

The current RD version 20050805 includes a requirement on alerting a PoC User on revocation of his talk burst permission before revocation. The required feature improves User experience.
Likewise User experience will improve by indicating to a PoC User when he is expected to get a talk burst Request granted at the latest before granting the queued talk burst request. The indicated point in time may be displayed to the User, such that the User is able to better adjust to the Session course.
The expected latest granting time may be determined as the time after maximum talk times of all the Users queued before the PoC User to which the time is being indicated.
2 Summary of Contribution

In addition to the existing requirement on revoke indication this contribution proposes to include a requirement on indicating to a talk burst requesting PoC User when the talk burst request is expected to be granted at the latest.

Furthermore it is proposed to include information in the granting / revocation indication about the granting / revocation point in time.

Some editorial corrections are proposed for the existing revocation indication requirement. The term “talk burst” is replaced by “media burst”. The introductory section has been modified.
3 Detailed Proposal

The following text is proposed for the RD:

-------- Text for the RD --------

A PoC User may be informed beforehand about when his media burst request is expected to be granted at the latest or about when his media burst permission is expected to be revoked. 
· A PoC Client SHALL be able to alert the User, who has requested a media burst but has not been granted the media burst request, to indicate when the talk burst request will be granted at the latest. The setting of the alert MAY be configurable by the user.
· A PoC Client SHALL be able to alert the User, who has permission to send a media burst but has almost used up the maximum communication time that is granted to the User, to indicate that the time granted is almost ending and when it is ending. The setting of the alert MAY be configurable by the user.
