1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution is a proposal for the B.2.12 sub-clause to consolidate certain aspects of contributions #0142R02 (PoC Interworking update) and 0152R01 (Details of Voice Chat Interworking) as discussed and agreed in the REQ PoC 2 meeting in Seoul (12-15 Sept. 2005). 

Upon discussion, support for certain aspects of the two contributions 142R02 and 152R01 was agreed; these are specified in (2) Summary of Contribution as below.  All other aspects of these two mentioned contributions were noted.
This contribution proposes changes to consolidate Voice chat as an instantiation of Voice-enabled IM.  Specific change marks are shown in (3) Detailed Proposal based on Contribution 0167 “OMA-RD_PoC-V2_0-20050209-D_R04_Sept14_end-of day”.
2 Summary of Contribution

Specifically, agreement of the two contributions (142R02 and 152R01) was limited to the following:

a) Voice Chat will be constrained to be half-duplex operation, similar to Voice-enabled IM.  As agreed in 0167, for purpose of interworking with PoC, Voice-enabled IM systems are treated as virtual External P2T systems.  Consequently, Voice Chat systems are similarly treated as Voice-enabled IM systems insofar as B.2.12 PoC Interworking Service requirements are concerned.
b) PoC interworking with full-duplex voice services derived from any technology remains out-of-scope.

c) Sub-clause B.2.12.7 “PoC Interworking with Voice-enabled Instant Messaging” and associated requirements (see Requirements Table in B.2.12) will be rephrased to include PoC interworking with Voice Chat, as appropriate.

d) A definition of Voice Chat is also proposed with constraints of half-duplex operations.
Proposed changes to “OMA-RD_PoC-V2_0-20050209-D_R04_Sept14_end-of day” version are shown in (3) Detailed Proposal, as below.

PoC Interworking with Voice-enabled Instant Messaging

A PoC Network MAY support interworking between the PoC users and IM users who are equipped with voice-enabled IM clients (“Voice IM” users), or Voice Chat users, thus allowing for symmetric voice communications between PoC and Voice IM or Voice Chat users.  
Insofar as exchanging voice messages is concerned, and consistent with the definition used in {definition section} a Voice Chat systems in this RD SHALL be constrained to half-duplex operations (i.e. Half-duplex Voice Chat, or ‘HDVC’).     
For purposes of PoC interworking, an IM system serving voice-enabled IM clients (or a HDVC system), which is interconnected to the PoC Network, SHALL be treated as a virtual External P2T systems for exchanging voice messages (i.e. talk burst) in a half-duplex manner.

PoC to Voice IM (P2VIM) interworking, including PoC to HDVC (P2HDVC) interworking , is intended to enable basic PoC communications and MAY support only a subset of PoC, IM or Voice Chat functionality. The PoC interworking interfaces will provide the necessary functions to support PoC users communicating with Voice IM or HDVC users, and SHOULD ensure that the PoC user experience is not negatively affected.

	PoC Interworking with Voice-enabled Instant Messaging
PoC Interworking Service MAY support PoC-to-Voice IM (P2VIM) interworking as an option.  Similarly, PoC-to-Half-duplex Voice Chat (P2HDVC) interworking MAY also be supported.

Both voice IM and half duplex voice chat interworking SHALL be subject to PoC service provider policy and agreement with Voice IM or HDVC service provider(s), as applicable.
If P2VIM or P2HDVC Interworking is supported, then the following requirements apply:

	P2VIM, or P2HDVC SHALL enable interworking between PoC users and authorised Voice IM, or HDVC, users only; general unlimited interworking between PoC and IM or voice chat networks is beyond the scope of  P2VIM or P2HDVC Interworking.
	

	
	
	

	B.2.12.7.2
	Voice quality of PoC sessions between PoC users and Voice IM or HDVC users SHOULD not be unnecessarily degraded by mechanisms and procedures in the PoC network; similar issues in the Voice IM or HDVC network affecting the voice quality (e.g. latencies) therein are beyond the scope of PoC 2 enabler.

	For purposes of PoC Interworking the Voice IM, or HDVC, system is treated as a virtual External P2T system; authorized Voice IM or HDVC users are treated as authorized External P2T users.

If P2VIM or P2HDVC Interworking is supported, unless otherwise specified, the following General PoC Interworking Service (B.2.12.1) requirements apply:

Add a definition (to be placed in the Definition section) as below:

Half Duplex Voice Chat: A voice chat system allows peer-to-peer or conference based voice interactions (half duplex) between the voice chat clients. It is assumed to be implemented via SIP / RTP over the internet or an intranet domain.  A registrar and SIP proxy is available to appropriately route SIP messages.  The voice chat clients do not provide services like group management, floor control.  
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
