This hotel belongs to a very well-known Spanish hotel company called NH. It´s situated very close to the Plaza de Toros “Las Ventas” and it´s not the most luxurious hotel in Madrid but it is located in a nice area and it is very close to the airport (12 km @ 15 minutes without traffic jams). Taking into account that there are a lot of works in the streets of Madrid, it´s probable that it will take you 15 minutes longer to go to the airport (Madrid-Barajas International Airport).
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To or from Barajas International Airport by taxi you should not pay more than 25-30 euros to the taxi driver, because the hotel is very close to the Airport, except when traffic jams are in scene due to rush hour in the morning or in the afternoon. The international terminal is the T1. Be careful with taxi drivers attempting to make a long trip around Madrid trying to cheat you. 
If you decide to walk to the city center, you can walk along Alcala street for about 20 minutes until you get to Goya Street. There you can go shopping to a departments store called El Corte Ingles or buy quality and stylish clothes to Zara, Mango, Massimi Dutti, …. and good Tapas bars. Moreover you will find a Subway Station very close to the Hotel and several bus lines to the city center. Also you can take the 53 bus line (1 minute walking to bus stop) to Goya street or the 7th line of subway (9 minutes walking to subway station of Parque de las Avenidas) to Colón or Serrano subway station.
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TME have booked 120 rooms to PoC2, CBCS and BCAST all toghether. The negotiated price is valid until november 4th because in these week is held in Madrid an important computer and electronic fair (SIMO – 16 to 20 in november) and all hotels are full. This means that is very dificult to find acommodation after this date:

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Practical information and Tourism
One of the things that you must know is how to differentiate the Province (now called Comunidad in Spanish and used to be called Provincia) from the other Madrid (the City government). You can distinguish the institutions of the City government by the red flag with seven stars. Although the province has existed since 1833, the Community of Madrid was institutionalized in 1983, after a prolific amount of debate, in which the two Castiles (Castilla la Mancha and Castilla-Leon) seemed to reject the inclusion of Spain's capital in their communities. This would have caused a considerable amount of institutional problems with all the expenses that this endeavor would entail.

The Province of Madrid occupies a surface area of approximately 8,028 km2 (1.6% of all Spanish territory). Madrid is the main city in Spain and it is the Capital of Spain with 4 millions inhabitants in the city and 2 millions more in the surroundings.
Practically all of the Province is located between 600 and 1,000m above sea level, with the highest point being Peñalara at 2,430m and the lowest Alberche en Villa del Prado at 430m. Other considerable heights, as well as being famous, are the Ball of the World (la Bola del Mundo), in Navacerrada, at a height of 2,258m and the seven peaks, in Cercedilla, at 2,138m. 
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Toledo city, is very close to Madrid (70 km.) and it has a wide range of monumental and historical buildings as a caleidoscopic mix of cultures as heritage of the past centuries. It is a good choice for the weekend.

In the next map you can see the situation of the hotel and the shopping and restaurants area. This quarter is named as Barrio de Salamanca and is an expensive residential area but with very good shops. There are typical good restaurants whit all kinds of prices. Normally it is possible to have a good lunch or dinner between 20 and 50 euros.
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In Madrid there is a good underground/subway network between 6 A.M. until 1:30 A.M. and is not expensive (1 euro per trip) and it is possible to have a “bonometro” up to 10 trips cheaper. Also you can take a taxi (more of 15.000 taxis in Madrid) because the price it is not very expensive to go to the center.
Around the central streets (Castellana Street and Recoletos) you can contract inexpensive turistic trips in double deck buses like the ones in London (19 euros all day) – MADRID VISION-  and you can make a fast roundtrip to the main areas of the city.
Another turistic area and probably the most famous and historical in Madrid is the Old Town area (Plaza Mayor, Puerta del Sol and Palacio Real) with old restaurants: La Cueva de Luis Candelas, Casa Lucio, Botin, etc.. and the famous Tapas (served togheter with drinks or separatedly).

You can visit also the Chueca quarter (Gays quarter) where you can find a deep choice of design/fashion restaurants with a good relationship in quality/price for having dinner in a different atmosphere.
At night Madrid changes into  a different city and a wide range of selected clubs or music bars (Jazz, classical music, etc..) which are open until 2 A.M. or more. On working days it is recommended Huertas Street (Quarter of the letters – Barrio de las Letras) with a lot of bars with a good atmosphere: Viva Madrid, Cerveceria alemana, El Torero,….
You can visit the most important museums in Spain, all togheter in the same street (Paseo del Prado): Museo del Prado, Thyssen Bornemizsa (classics) and Reina Sofia (modern art).

It is very important to be careful in Puerta del Sol with moroccans and gypsies ,they are very good pickpockets. However you will see Policemen around the city and you will feel safe.
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Wheather

In the middle of November in Madrid, the temperatures are usually cool (5-10º C min and 15-20º C max) and the risk of rain is medium-high. It is not winter yet but some days seem cooler than winter. We recommend you to wear winter clothes.
Transportation

Madrid has more than 350 subway stations and one of the biggest subway networks in the world. It is the METRO network with the most extensive time of operation (6 A.M. to 1:30 A.M.). Near the hotel (5 minutes) it is the Parque Avenidas underground station but you can take taxis everywhere in the city and buses. We recommend you to buy Pass Cards for one o more days for public transport. www.madridcard.com/en/Inicio.aspx

Restaurants

Perhaps the most important item in this guide. In Spain the cuisine is very rich and very appreciated around the world. I promise you that you will remember it for years. Also you can have dinner and listen to flamenco music in the “Tablaos Flamencos” until 2 A.M.  www.deflamenco.com/indexi.jsp. The most recommended ones are the Corral de la Moreria in the Palacio Real area, very visited by famous artists and Hollywood stars when they come to Madrid and also Corral de la Pacheca in the north area of the city.
You can try meditarrean food like rice with seaffod and vegetables grilled steaks, good variety of fish, salads, pasta, …acompanied by a good Rioja wine or Ribera del Duero and also Ribeiro for fish (white wine).

Be careful with sangria because it seems soft but it is not after one hour.

Feel you free to ask to David or Juan Pablo (phones and e-mails in the first page) all you need to make a nice and comfortable week in Madrid….you will never forget it
