1 Reason for Contribution

Current PoC enabler dose not support creating a PoC group with the confirmation of the related PoC users, this may cause some problem, e.g., someone creates a group including John, and set this group as public, many people can search XDM server and find this group, and may disturb John using the group URI or John’s URI.
This contribution proposes to create group based on negotiation with related PoC users .Being a group member begins  to work only when the PoC user has finished the confirmation.

3 Detailed Proposal
B.2.11.3 XML Document Management requirements

· The PoC Service SHALL handle XML Document Management transactions with multiple terminals having the same PoC Address
· PoC XDM SHOULD create PoC group based on negotiation with PoC users. A PoC user becomes a group member only when the PoC user has finished the confirmation to join the group.

· PoC XDM SHOULD NOT permit the group creator or other PoC users to modify confirmation information in the group XDM document.
