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1 Reason for Contribution

This input contribution raises issues and concerns, considering the comments received when OMA-REQ-PoC2-2005-191R01-PoC2-related performance in RD was presented in REQ PoC2 breakout session (10/20). 
2 Summary of Contribution

The supporting companies of this input paper consider as unacceptable any decision to document recommended objectives that OMA PoC service enabler has to target into an informative annex of the OMA PoC v2 RD.

It is proposed as a way forward to capture recommended objectives, such as the ones proposed in OMA-REQ-PoC2-2005-191R01-PoC2-related performance in RD, into the normative part of OMA PoC v2 RD.
3 Detailed Proposal

This input contribution raises some issues and concerns, considering the comments received when OMA-REQ-PoC2-2005-191R01 was presented during REQ PoC2 breakout session (10/20). 
It is essential to capture in the normative part of the OMA PoC 2 RD performance enhancement recommendations in the field of PoC session establishment, floor control management and latencies, such as the ones that OMA PoC1 RD already contains in its normative part.
Indeed, these performance criteria are crucial from user experience perspective. 
OMA PoC will have to liaise with other standardisation bodies (3GPP, 3GPP2…) to communicate and socialize these identified targets and work closely on the ways to reach these PoC 2 service enabler performance related requirements. 
The purpose of 191R01 is to provide recommendable figures addressing these needs and areas. All the figures and concrete numbers suggested by 191R01 are presented as recommendations only ('should typically').
Moreover, #191R01 also says that these targets are 'recommended objectives for end-to-end performances to be reached by the PoC2 Service Enabler basic functionality, in a controlled optimized network environment, at the time of the deployment of PoC2 Service Infrastructure, under the assumption of significantly increased performances of underlying network technologies especially.'

In other terms, the figures contained in #191R01 are recommended objectives that the PoC 2 service enabler has to target.
It is a MUST to document these targets into the normative part of the OMA PoC v2 RD in order to achieve a deep and close cooperation & relationship between OMA, 3GPP and 3GPP2 about these performance enhancements, and to ensure that these targets be fully considered, when communicated via liaison statements from OMA to these standardisation bodies, and reached.
As a consequence, the supporting companies of this input paper consider as unacceptable the fact to document such recommended objectives into an informative annex of the OMA PoC v2 RD.
