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1 Reason for Contribution
This contribution is to resolve the Action Item during Sydney meeting. The Action item given is ‘sanity check - AI for SK ( this req is already covered in Dispatcher requirement’. 
The mentioned requirement in Dispatcher Function is FUNC-DPF-010 given like;
· The PoC Dispatcher SHALL be able to redirect a 1-many-1 PoC Session to another PoC Dispatcher, if needed.
The requirement in FUNC-DPF-010 may allow PoC Session redirection to another PoC Dispatcher. Implicitly another PoC Dispatcher means other distinguished participant, but does not cover the case of participating PoC Session transfer using the same PoC Address. 
Now, the requirement of multiple PoC Clients with the same PoC Address covers the same concept as the PoC Session Transfer. The followings are two main requirements in ‘PoC Session Seamless Transfer’.

· The PoC User MAY be able to transfer his/her participating PoC Session seamlessly from his/her PoC Client to other of his/her PoC Client, using the same PoC Address.
· The PoC User MAY be able to transfer his/her participating PoC Session seamlessly between his/her PoC Client and another SIP-based client.
The first requirement explicitly considers the PoC Session transfer with the same PoC Address. 
Considering user experience under multiple PoC clients having the same PoC Address, the following issues should be resolved in PoC2 service scenario.

· handling independent PoC Service setting per PoC Client
· multiple PoC Clients having the same PoC Address joining in the same session

· multiple connection and release policy

· redirect or transfer of session for multiple PoC Clients having the same PoC Address

· for example, a PoC2 terminal may need to re-join instead of legacy terminal(voice only)
The proposed requirements try to cover these scenarios.
