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1 Overview

OMA PoC is working on a new release of its PoC specifications (PoC 2), and seeks to support PoC Sessions with multimedia, likely one Media Type per PoC Session floor.  These Media Types will have varying QoS, as signalled by the PoC Users, and this QoS needs to be supported on an end-to-end basis.  

2 Requested Action(s)

The OMA PoC WG requests an update from 3GPP on expected level of support of Media Types with varying QoS, and end-to-end support of QoS in 3GPP IMS Release 7 based networks.  References to on-going work in 3GPP with expected publication dates will be appreciated. Especially, we are interested in the following aspects: a) Whether the underlying network can identify specific media types (e.g., voice, video, etc.).  b) Whether the underlying network can identify classes of specific media type (e.g., the A, B, or C class of the AMR codec).
