This contribution provides definitions of terms in a crisis handling service.
3 Detailed Proposal

3.2 Definitions

For the purposes of the PoC 2 specifications, the following terms and definitions apply.

	Crisis Event
	A crisis event is an exceptional event that arises from unplanned events like natural disaster such as earthquake, flood, hurricane etc, or man-made disaster such as fire in a building, terrorist attack and crime situation etc that affects either an area or a group of people. Crisis event also arises from planned activities that require heightened security such as concert, public meetings, political protest etc The crisis or extraordinary preventive event requires additional security, support staff, instruction to mass which may require additional PoC groups be set up.

	Crisis Reporter
	Crisis Reporter are the non-first responders such as citizens that may report a crisis event through various means to the first responder control/dispatchers (eg. 911, 100). Input from machines like fire sensors or telemetry are special case crisis reporter, they might tie directly to the Crisis Service Initiator.

	Crisis Service Initiator
	Crisis Service Initiator is the first responder entity (human or machine) that initiates the crisis PoC session when aware of a crisis situation. A crisis service (session) initiator is always an authorized user or entity that typically belongs to the Crisis Service Responder Group or the Crisis Service Recipient Group

	Crisis Service Responder
	Crisis Service Responder is the first or secondary responder entity (group of humans or machine) that participates in the crisis PoC session. Example of crisis handling responder are fire-fighters group, Police network, relief worker group like red-cross society volunteers, Telemetry like PA system or Alarm  may be part of such a group. Typically crisis responders are member of  pre-defined PoC groups.

	Crisis Service Recipient
	Crisis Service Recipient is the group of PoC users that are present in the crisis affected area and expect to receive crisis alert or action to take (such as evacuation) from the authorized crisis responders. Typically crisis recipients are member of dynamic PoC groups that are created by collecting PoC users present in the crisis affected area when the crisis service authority initiates the PoC session for giving direction to general mass. Crisis PoC sessions on Dynamic PoC groups are torn down immediately after delivering the crisis message.
