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1 Reason for Contribution

The PoC 2 RD currently shows XML Document Management Requirements in subclause 6.1.11.3 as post PoC 2 even though these requirements are required to support the requirements in subclause 6.1.19.1 Multiple PoC Clients with the same PoC Address which is included in PoC 2. This does not make any sense as the only reason why the multiple PoC Client requirement related to XML document management were included in a separate subclause was to make it easier for the PAG group to extract the requirements from the RD.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution corrects this problem by including subclause 6.1.11.3 as part of PoC 2.
