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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution is in addition to the Nokia contribution (OMA-REQ-PoC2-2006-0001-PoC2-vs-IM-requirements).  Where the Nokia contribution only analyzed the IM requirements in PoC, this contribution also describe the common functionality between IM-1 and PoC-1 and the common functionality in IM-1 and PoC-2.  The reason for this is that common functionality should be only developed once.  Currently the PoC and IM group are working independent on similar requirements.
