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1 Reason for Contribution

Contribution 223R02 contains a set of requirements for discrete media.  One of the requirements, FUNC-NMT-026, describes how a PoC session may be started using only discrete media.  The requirement also states that a user may add another media type, such as voice, to that existing PoC session.

It has been a working assumption of the PoC2 effort that discrete media may be added to a PoC session that contains only voice.  In other words, a user can start a PoC session using voice and later add discrete media to that session.  A number of proposed use cases from multiple parties currently describe the ability to add discrete media to an existing PoC session consisting only of voice.  This functionally is consistent with the working assumptions of PoC2 for discrete media.   The purpose of this contribution is to explicitly state this implicit requirement.  
2 Summary of Contribution

Further clarifies “New media types” in order to document a commonly understood yet undocumented requirement.
3 Detailed Proposal

A PoC 2 Server provides support for more than one Media Type in a PoC Session. PoC 2 Clients can support more than one Media Type in a PoC Session, based on the capabilities of the User Equipment.
