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1 Reason for Contribution

This is an update of “OMA-REQ-PoC2-2006-0055-Resolve-Conditionality-REQs” to reword the clarification inserted in Section 6 – Requirements.  No other changes are made to the RD beyond what is already proposed in Doc# 0055. 

The PoC2 RD has a number of places where conditional statements are contained in the functionality requirements even though there are Conditionality requirements. The use of this is inconsistent between different optional features and this inconsistentcy only serves to confuse. Also those requirements containing unnecessary additional conditional statements are harder to understand.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution clarifies the relationship between optional conditionality requirements and mandatory functionality requirements and removes the unecessaru conditional statements in the functionality requirements.

6. Requirements
(Normative)

This clause describes the requirements. Each requirement is written in a table format including a unique identifier, a normative description and an indication if the requirement is included in ReleaseVersion 2.0 or a later release.

Example of a requirement:

The “Label” column contains the unique identifier for the requirement.

The “Description” column contains the normative requirement using the styleconventions described in the subclause 3.1 “Conventions”.

The “Enabler Release” column indicates if a requirement belongs to ReleaseVersion 2.0 (referred to as “PoC 2”) or a later release (referred to as “Post PoC 2”). If a requirement is marked for a release all sub-requirement to that requirement does also belong to the same release unless stated otherwise.

Each table is divided into two sets of requirements; 

The “Conditionality” which specifies whether the overall feature level requirement is mandatory or optional for the PoC Client and/or the PoC service Infrastructure.

The “Functionality” which specifies the optional or mandatory nature of the detailed requirements when the overall feature level requirement is supported. Unless otherwise explicitly stated mandatory “functionality”requirements for feature level requirements where the “Conditionality” is optional are only mandatory if the feature level requirement is supported. 

Where the “Conditionality” of the overall feature level requirements is optional, all detailed requirements in the “Functionality” portion of the table for the same feature (i.e., MAY, SHOULD or SHALL) are applicable only if the feature itself is supported.
