1 Reason for Contribution

A proposal to ensure requirements consistency and consolidation.
2 Summary of Contribution

Many current requirements address either data types supported or how to access them or a combination of both. The proposal is to:
· ensure that all requirements that include references to specific data types be edited to ONLY refer to the support of the data type, and not to the access to the data, with an over-arching generic text, followed by the specific data types covered
· create 1 over-arching generic requirement that covers all types of data that are to be accessed in a similar manner (e.g. “interrogate and/or modify”) rather than enumerate that in every data-type specific requirement. If the over-arching requirement does not apply to every possible data type, allow room for exceptions in particular cases.

· Create additional access-related requirements as needed for exceptions to the generic one.
See Detailed proposal for an example of affected current requirements, and the proposed change. If agreed, we can give this as an Editor’s action (no need for separate contributions on each affected requirement).
