This CR adds high-level requirements defining an initial set of services (e.g., SMS, MMS, and email) for which the SpamRep enabler should provide spam reporting.  It is anticipated and desired that the SpamRep enabler be extended to provide spam reporting for other services.  A requirement is added to facilitate this expansion.
