LGE’s opinion: Related to the first question, the SpamRep Server supports the list of spam message in the Network Spam Box according to HLF-020. And the SpamRep Client supports ‘Unblock Sender’ or ‘Unblock message’ in the local spam box according to HLF-020. The general Spam Report can be occurred in the message inbox but this requirement specify “from the Spambox”.

Related to the second question, the SpamSep Server allow the request for recovery request from the user and it does not mean that SpamRep Server is not responsible for the unblocking process according to HLF-020.

Related to the third and fourth question, yes. Refer to the previous response, please.
