Change 1:  Add the following text to Section 5 Requirements
5.4 In Application Advertise
The TAS Enabler SHALL be able to embed advertisement into Applications

The TAS Enabler SHALL support Advertisement Agent to register/de-register the advertisement information to the TAS Enabler. The advertisement information includes: type, period information(begin time, end time), budget(cost per day), speed(see notes), device(mobile app, mobile website, etc), targets.
Note: There’s two basic choice of advertisement speed:

1,Standard - Evenly distribute daily spend

The ad management module tries to spend the ad management budget as evenly as possible. 

2,Accelerated - Spend budget as fast as possible

The ad management module will try to spend advertise client’s budget as quickly as possible. 

The TAS Enabler SHALL allow Developers to add advertisement to their applications.

The TAS Enabler SHOULD provide the corresponding advertisement SDK to different mobile platform developers.(such as iphone ad SDK, android ad SDK, website SDK, etc)
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
