2 Summary of Contribution

The refinement of the diagram in OMA-ARC-2003-0258R02-Inventory-3GPP-PP2-IMS was supposed to clearly show that the IMS knows two different kinds of ways to control IMS SIP sessions:

· SIP AS (SIP Application Servers) can directly (through the ISC interface) interact with the S-CSCF to control an IMS SIP session. This solution is to be used for applications running in the same trust domain as the S-CSCF itself and where full access to the ISC (and so to the actual SIP) is acceptable and desired.

· OSA AS (OSA Application Servers) can only indirectly interact with the S-CSCF (via the OSA SCS - OSA Service Capability Server). The OSA SCS is in fact a gateway that protects the IMS against less trusted applications by exposing the OSA APIs to the application rather than giving direct (and unprotected) access to ISC and thus SIP.
