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1 Reason for Contribution

This Input proposes changes to the OSE. The changes are described in section 3 of this document and are based on the 2004-05-26 version of the OSE (OMA-ARC-2004-0166).

3 Detailed Proposal

Change #1


An enabler implements and exposes the standardized interface I0 as specified by the OMA specifications. If the enabler is designed for reuse, I0 should focus solely on the interface needed to invoke the enabler's core function (for instance, locations parameters in the location enabler). Enabler specifications should clearly separate the enabler’s I0 interface and additional parameters that may be part of the enabler’s I1 interface.
Depending on the technology choices made to implement an enabler, I1 may be empty – that is the enabler may  not support additional parameters from a Policy Enforcer.
When the Service Provider imposes policies, for example, when requiring authentication, authorization or charging, the request must add the necessary information. If I0 is designed for only the enabler’s core functionality, I0 will not carry that information, e.g. authentication, authorization or charging, because the enabler does not need such information to perform its defined function. Thus, additional parameters must be passed via the I1 interface.

An enabler developer implements an enabler specification’s I0 interface that requests only the parameters in I0. Service Providers are then able to insert additional parameters (e.g. charging tokens, identity credentials), as needed by their policies, to correctly access the resource. These additional parameters constitute I1. This architecture, however, does not affect the application developer and application portability because the application still binds to I0 and the Policy Enforcer adds the necessary parameters to I1.
Change #2 

All of the information in section 6.3 is a further explanation of section 6.2 and thus there is no need for a separate section – thus remove 6.3 heading. As currently written, the opening sentence refers to these parameters without qualifying parameters so this proposed change will also address this problem as well.
