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1 Reason for Change

This CR provides cleans up the OSE v1 and v2 documents in section 5.4.4.  This section (titled Deployment Options) describes how the PE function can be deployed.  The text in the subject paragraph states that enabler implementations may invoke the PE function, but this is not correct.  Enabler implications or applications may explicitly invoke the PEEM enabler implementation, but not the PE function.  The PE function is not invoked by any element of the domain,  but rather, transparently intercepts message requests coming into the domain.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

No impact.  These changes will apply to OSE v1 and v2s.
3 Impact on Other Specifications

No impact on other specifications.
