1 Reason for Contribution

Various standards bodies did already define policy languages to describe policies that are or can be associated with resources (e.g. OMA enablers). The PEEM work should take into account these relevant legacy policy languages. The contribution brings evidence in form of several examples, but it does not claim that this is an exhaustive list of policy expression languages currently used in the industry.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution suggests new text to be included as an appendix to the PEEM AD.

3 Detailed Proposal

Appendix X. Policy Expression Languages to be considered when selecting a PEEM policy expression language

Various standards bodies have specified resource policies (e.g. enabler policies). The following specifications are examples of specifications that contain policy expression languages to describe resource specific policy data: 

PoC: OMA TS-PoC_XDM-V1_0 specifies the PoC user access policy expression language [TS-PoC_XDM-V1_0]

Location:  3GPP TS 22.071 specifies a location policy expression language [TS22071]

Charging: 3GPP TS 23.125 specifies a charging policy expression language [TS23125]

Presence: The IETF SIMPLE working group has drafted a presence authorization policy expression language [PresencePOL]

Privacy: The IETF GEOPRIV working group has drafted a privacy preference policy expression language [PrivacyPOL]

These examples of policy expression languages need to be considered when selecting a policy expression language for the PEEM specification.

Continuous support of at least these policy expression languages needs to be provided by the PEEM specification, in order to ensure continuous co-existence and/or a smooth transition. The PEEM specification should take into account that a service provider may have defined and deployed legacy policies (e.g. according the examples mentioned above), when addressing requirements on how to express policies. It should not mandate reformatting legacy policies.

4 Intellectual Property Rights

5 Recommendation

To agree on the text in the Detailed Proposal section and to put the agreed text in a PEEM AD appendix – as a repository for policy expression language candidates to be considered. The content of the appendix will be used  later on when the selection of the specification candidate is conducted.
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
