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1 Reason for Contribution

MWG-MEM is in the process of refining the Architecture Document for the Mobile Email Enabler.  During this work several topics have caused disagreement within the group insofar as understanding certain basic ideas of the architecture as expected by OMA.  We would like to raise these questions to ARC experts to receive their guidance for the completion of these topics.

3 Detailed Proposal

The following questions were debated extensively in recent MEM meetings and we would appreciate the guidance of the ARC members on how to advance these issues (or similar ones in the future):
1. Detail of the “logical architecture” – various companies proposed changes to the architecture diagram as it appears in the current version of the AD.  These changes did not really change the high-level architecture but added some detail of the split functionality of some of the logical entities.  The question that was raised related to the need for this added detail of the logical architecture.  Essentially – how much detail is needed in this diagram for a “proper” logical architecture?

2. Definition of “dependency” – various companies proposed adding additional enablers as dependencies to Mobile Email enabler.  The question that was raised was whether an enabler that could be used to enhance the functionality of the Mobile Email enabler but was not necessary for the basic functionality should be considered a dependency or not.  Essentially – Is an enabler that provides optional features to be considered a “dependency”?
4 Intellectual Property Rights
