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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution seeks to create a common understanding of the situation around the OSE 2.0 work.

The OSE 2.0 RD, a.k.a.OMA-RD-Architecture-V2_0-20050823-D (which is just a reformatted version of OMA-RD_Architecture_V1_0-20031021-A), needs to be filled in order for the OSE 2.0 AD work to progress.  The OSE 2.0 RD has been reformatted in order to satisfy a 2005 RD template (this template wasn’t available at the time of completion of OSE 1.0 RD).  The new OSE 2.0 RD essentially introduces tables that must be used to identify in which enabler release each requirement is satisfied.

The situation is still as follows:

· this OSE2 RD has not been touched beyond a reformatting in 2005-08-23.

the WID does not give ARC the mandate to add requirements to the OSE 2.0 RD (as clarified during TP-13. Find in the TP’s agreed notes [OMA-TP-2005-0202R02-San-Diego-minutes]: “It was stated that the OSE 2.0 RD will address the remainder of the requirements stemming from OSE AD.

· ” ).

· thus, in order to figure out what is in scope for OSE 2.0 and what isn’t, ARC should only analyze which requirements are not completely addressed in OSE 1.0 or by other enablers and hence are candidates for OSE 2.0.

According to the work plan, we should do this step between now and 2006-06-30.

Do realize that the primary difference between the approved OSE 1.0.2 AD and the draft OSE 2.0 AD is the Security section, which was added to the OSE 2.0 AD.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contrbution alerts ARC that there is a lack of progress on the OSE 2.0 work covered by the ArchDev WID.
3 Detailed Proposal

The following contains some of the requirements in the OSE 1.0 RD that may not be satisfied by the OSE 1.0 AD (note: some of these requirements may (have) be(en) satisfied by other enablers).  These requirements are reproduced here in order to trigger a discussion.
· When authorized, Principals MUST be able to set policies (e.g. charging policies and privacy policies) on any request (including discovery). 

· The OMA Service Environment SHOULD support options for the choice of  party for handling authentication, charging and/or storage of user profiles. 

· The OMA Service Environment SHOULD support a way to negotiate security settings between service providers. 

· The OMA Service Environment SHOULD provide a set of security functions (including methods and data models), which are common to all enablers and can be re-used by existing enablers and in the design of new enablers. 

· The OMA Service Environment SHOULD enable easy administration and configuration of users and services. 

· The OMA Service Environment MUST provide a mechanism to allow third-parties to discover the device(s) currently used by an end-user, if registered on a network (e.g. where to send a notification to the employee). 

· The OMA Service Environment MUST provide a mechanism for an authorized third-party to discover the conditions for using a service enabler exposed by a particular service provider in a dynamic manner 

· The OMA Service Environment MUST have a single logical point that handles subscriber and subscription information. 

· The OMA Service Environment MUST support simplified (e.g., plug-in) and automated integration for enablers with each other. 

· The OMA Service Environment MUST have a single logical access point (e.g. Common Directory) to handle: 1) registration, 2) discovery and 3) functions and data that handle information relevant to more than one single service enabler
