2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes some updates against the OSE 2 RD.  These updates may also be implemented in the OSE 1 RD after such CRs are agreed.
CDR-01: the requirement doesn’t parse well and an update is proposed.
CDI-02: this requirement is proposed to be assigned to GSSM as discovery of services visible to a particular end user is assumed to in scope for GSSM
CDI-05: is assigned to both GSSM and OSPE.  It is expected that GSSM maintains the relation between subscriber and service.  So, in case the resource identifier is indeed a user identifier, CDI-05 can be satisfied by combining GSSM and OSPE’s OSPE-3/SMAC.
NI-05: a few textual updates are proposed.  In our opinion and to our knowledge, this requirement is not satisfied by OMA WIDs.  An O&M interface for applications is being progressed.  Additionally support for service monitoring and end-to-end service delivery is not progressed as an OMA WID, to our knowledge.
