6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Tracking the Fulfulment of some Requirements
In general, the following considerations can be applied to the following flows:

· High level requirements on the RD mandate that the OSPE MUST support the ability to perform automated deployment (including configuration, installation, activation, publishing) and removal/withdrawal of components, applications and services. According to this, automation is provided for the individual steps of the service deployment (like registration, configuration, activation, etc.). However, there is no automation over the overall process, i.e.: an external OSPE requestor will send requests to the different OSPE elements in order to obtain the full OSPE life Cycle Management operations, but there is no single OSPE entity coordination all the steps in one single operation.
· There are several requirements stating that OSPE must provide mechanisms so that a Service Provider can make sure preconditions or post-conditions are met on LCM operations. In order to fulfil these requirements, OSPE will not check pre and post-conditions by itself, but will send notifications to the proper actors or entities during the LCM flows, so that the Service Provider can perform the proper actions before and after an LCM operation is done (e.g.: send a notification before stopping a service, so that Service Provider can check that there are no active subscriptions to that service before proceeding).

· Requirements ensure also that a “roll back” for any operation requested to the OSPE enabler will be available.
Change 2:  Requirement not met

Editor’s note: High level requirements on the RD mandate that the OSPE MUST support the ability to perform automated deployment (including configuration, installation, activation, publishing) and removal/withdrawal of components, applications and services. Currently, the “installation” part of the requirement is not fulfilled in the AD.
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
