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1 Reason for Contribution

A PIOSE AD has been started and a logical architecture for PIOSE has been specified. The PIOSE RD (FUNC-009) states that the ParlayinOSE enabler MUST specify how Parlay specifications relates and should be used consistently with the IMSinOMA enabler with the OSE. This contribution attempts to address this to clarify how Parlay together with IMSinOMA fits into the OSE.
The revised version 419R01 is the update to reflect the comments received during the ARC Washington meeting.

2 Summary of Contribution

The main purpose of this contribution is to to specify how Parlay specifications relates and can be used consistently with the the OSE. It proposes a context diagram to show how Parlay can be used consistently within the OSE and to briefly describe the Parlay X APIs and Parlay APIs relation to the I0 and I2 interface categories in OSE.
3 Detailed Proposal

5.3 PIOSE Context Diagram (Normative)

The PIOSE context diagram in Figure 2 is to describe how Parlay relates and are used consistently with the OSE. 
Figure 2 shows the conceptual OSE architecture including its three categories of interfaces, I0, I1 and I2 [OSE]. For the Parlay X APIs and Parlay APIs Enabler Implementations the I0 interface exposes a realization of Parlay X APIs or Parlay APIs. There exists multiple Parlay X APIs [ParlayX: Common]  and Parlay /OSA APIs [Parlay: Overview] specification parts for different functional areas such as user location, call control, charging, presence, terminal capabilities, etc. that may expose network service capabilities. 
Furthermore, the PIOSE context diagram depicts the Parlay /OSA Resources and other resources (including IMS interfaces as well as non-IMS) in the context of the OSE I2 interface category [OSE].

There are in principal no OSE constraints on Enabler implementation regarding which resources and I2 interfaces that can be used. The PIOSE deals with how OMA enabler implementations can take advantage of Parlay. 
In the interest of ensuring that multiple diverging standards are not produced, and that no overlap of work with the 3GPP and Parlay Group occur; the usage of Parlay/OSA resources is NOT considered applicable for Parlay X APIs and Parlay APIs Enabler implementations in OSE.
The usage of OSA/Parlay resources as depicted in Figure 2 is applicable only for OMA Enabler implementations which can take advantage of OSA/Parlay resources (I2) without exposing I0 Parlay X APIs or Parlay APIs as to ensure no overlap with Parlay. Thus for PIOSE an OMA enabler that exposes I0 Parlay X APIs or Parlay APIs does not use I2 Parlay APIs - and vice versa.
 The possible set of Parlay/OSA resource interfaces that correspond to I2 are the Parlay / OSA API specifications listed in [Parlay: Overview].
