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1 Reason for Contribution

At the Frankfurt meeting, action item ARC-2007-A020 was given.
R01 applies changes agreed at the July 10 CC for agreement of the document.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes a convention for proxy interfaces in ADs. It is expected to close action item ARC-2007-A020.
3 Detailed Proposal

3.1 Notions of proxy interfaces
Proxies are met with enablers in two situations:

· Deployment or implementation architectures where components are introduced as a gateway that relays a protocol session / exchange to another.

· An enabler MUST support being used logically in gateway pattern where a set of messages are intercepted by the enabler, processed by it then possibly passed or delegated to other resources (targets).

3.2 Proposed Convention
The two situations are fundamentally different. 

The first one is a deployment model and logical ADs should not attempt to depict them as part of the main logica architecture. They may discuss them in informative deployment architecture where AD convention do not exactly apply.
The latter one however requires a normative statement that the proxy mode MUST be supported and the case should be depicted in ADs as BLOB interfaces towards the requester and targets. Such interfaces have a logical function but do not require specification beyond being BLOBs. We recommend that they be depicted as unnamed interfaces towards the requester and the targets:
